MINUTES OF MIDWAY TOWN COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING HELD ON APRIL 5, 2010 AT 7:00 P.M. AT THE MIDWAY FIRE AND RESCUE BUILDING, 228 MIDWAY SCHOOL ROAD, MIDWAY, NORTH CAROLINA 

CALL TO ORDER

Mayor George Byrum called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone present.

Councilor John Byrum gave the invocation and led in the Pledge of Allegiance prior to the opening gavel.

Councilors present were: John Byrum, Mike D. McAlpine, Robin S. Moon, and Todd Nifong.  Absent: Councilor Norman Wilkes. Town Administrator Ryan Ross, Town Attorney James Lanik, Town Clerk Linda Hunt and Town Consultant Al Dillon were present.  

Each Councilor had been furnished an agenda prior to the meeting.

No members of press were in attendance.

PUBLIC ADDRESS
Ms. Carol Long, 10347 Old Highway 52, addressed Council to express her concerns regarding gun safety in the Town, citing a recent incident that happened in her neighborhood, at the corner of Gordon Drive and Highway 52, where a young boy was firing a gun in his backyard.  Ms. Long said the shots fired were loud, creating a disturbance and causing some residents to be fearful for their safety.  Ms. Long urged Council to reconsider its stance on firearms and to adopt an ordinance prohibiting the discharge of firearms within the Town limits.  

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

On motion by Councilor Byrum, seconded by Councilor Nifong, Council voted unanimously to approve the minutes of the March 15, 2010 Town Council Regular Meeting.   

ADOPT AGENDA

Mayor Byrum stated that the agenda needed to be amended to add an Item 5. Ambulance Service under VIII. Town Administrator’s Reports.  

On motion by Councilor Moon, seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Mike McAlpine, Council voted unanimously to adopt the agenda as presented.       

QUASI-JUDICAL HEARING

QUASI-JUDICIAL HEARING TO DETERMINE WHETHER THE SWIMMING POOL AND ITS APPURTENANCES AT 275 RALPH MILLER ROAD ARE DANGEROUS OR PREJUDICIAL TO PUBLIC HEALTH OR SAFETY PURSUANT TO NORTH CAROLINA GENERAL STATUTE 160A-193

At the last Town Council meeting on March 15, 2010, Mr. Larry Allman, 329 Ralph Miller Road, complained to Council about the delapidated condition of the abandoned inground swimming pool at 275 Ralph Miller Road owned by Mr. Joseph J. Weaver, stating the situation creates a health and safety hazard.  Mr. Allman stressed the danger an open, abandoned pool poses for the community, especially during warmer weather and urged Council to take immediate action to remedy the situation.  At that time, Council called for a quasi-judicial hearing to be held on Monday, April 5, 2010, at 7:00 p.m. at Town Hall.

Town Administrator Ryan Ross and Town Attorney Jim Lanik informed Council they have been unable to locate Mr. Weaver; therefore, Town Attorney Jim Lanik recommended Council delay the hearing until the May 3, 2010 Town Council meeting to allowing sufficient time to notify Mr. Weaver of the hearing by service of process by publication.  This method consists of publishing a notice of service of process by publication once a week for three successive weeks in a newspaper that is qualified for legal advertising and is circulated in the area where the party to be served is believed to be located.  In addition, a letter notifying Mr. Weaver of the violation, together with a copy of the complaint and notice of hearing, will be mailed to his last known address by certified mail, return receipt requested.  The mortgage company will be notified in the same manner.
REGULAR BUSINESS 

AUDIT CONTRACT – FISCAL YEAR 2009-2010 – ALLRED AND CARRICK CPAS, PC

North Carolina General Statutes (NCGS) §159‑34(a) requires each unit of local government to have its accounts audited as soon as possible after the close of each fiscal year by a certified public accountant or by an accountant certified by the Local Government Commission as qualified to audit local government accounts.

Town Administrator Ryan Ross noted that the accounting firm, Allred and Carrick CPAs, PC, has  performed the Town’s previous audits and at his request, the firm has submitted a proposed contract for the Town’s audit for fiscal year ending June 30, 2010 at a cost of $5,500.  Mr. Ross recommended Council approve the proposed audit contract with Allred and Carrick as submitted. 

On motion by Mayor Pro Tem Mike McAlpine, seconded by Councilor Nifong, Council voted unanimously to approve the audit contract with Allred and Carrick CPAs, PC at a cost of $5,500 and authorized the Mayor to execute the contract.

As a side note, Mr. Ross reminded Council that under the new General Statute enacted last year regarding annual budgets, local governments must wait at least ten (10) days following the public hearing on the proposed budget before it can be approved.

SEWER UPDATE

Town Administrator Ryan Ross informed Council that he has finalized the Request for Proposal (RFP) for an Installment Financing Agreement to be sent to local banking institutions requesting bids for financing the Town’s sewer project.  Mr. Ross asked Council to look over the RFP one final time before it is sent out next week.

CAPITAL PROJECT ORDINANCE FOR CONSTRUCTION OF SEWER LINES– BUDGET ORDINANCE NO. 03-10

On motion by Councilor Byrum, seconded by Mayor Pro Tem McAlpine, Council voted unanimously to adopt Capital Project Ordinance No. 03-10 for construction of sewer lines to be financed by installment financing.

BUDGET ORDINANCE NO. 03-10

CAPITAL PROJECT ORDINANCE

FOR CONSTRUCTION OF SEWER LINES

TO BE FINANCED BY INSTALLMENT FINANCING

BE IT ORDAINED by the Governing Board of the Town of Midway, North Carolina that pursuant to Section 13.2 of Chapter 159 of the General Statutes of North Carolina, the following capital project ordinance is hereby adopted.

SECTION 1.   The project authorized is the construction of sewer lines to be financed by installment financing.

SECTION 2.  
The officers of this unit are hereby directed to proceed with the capital project within the terms of the financing agreement and the budget contained herein.

SECTION 3.  The following amounts are appropriated for the project:



Sewer Construction


$933,500



Easements



$ 50,000

SECTION 4.  The following revenues are anticipated to be available to complete this project:



Loan Proceeds



$983,500

SECTION 5.  The Finance Officer is directed to report, on a quarterly basis, on the financial status of each projection element in Section 3.

SECTION 6.  The Finance Officer is directed to include a detailed analysis of past and future cost and revenues on this capital project in every budget submission made to this Board.

SECTION 7.   Copies of this capital project ordinance shall be furnished to the Clerk, Finance Officer for direction in carrying out this project, and further copies shall be forwarded to the North Carolina Local Government Commission.

TOWN ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORTS
FINANCIAL REPORT

Town Administrator Ryan Ross advised Council the Town currently has a fund balance of $2,158,134.67.

VOLUNTARY ANNEXATION UPDATE

Town Administrator Ryan Ross gave a brief update on the voluntary annexation petitions that are being submitted to the Town.  To date, only the residents of the Kensington subdivision have obtained the required one hundred percent (100%) of the signatures of the property owners in their subdivision and everything is in order for the Town to proceed with the voluntary contiguous annexation of that area. 

Mr. Ross stated residents of other areas wanting to be annexed have been able to get the majority of the required signatures but not all. 

Town Council discussed the situation with the remaining voluntary annexation petitions and directed the Town Administrator to contact Senator Stan Bingham about the matter.

Town Administrator Ryan Ross reported that Acquisition Specialist Ashley Brooks has made significant progress towards obtaining the sewer easements needed.

Town Administrator Ryan Ross told Council he has been advised that the County plans to propose moving the ambulance service from the Midway Fire and Rescue Building to Arcadia.  The Gumtree Fire Department would then be responsible for providing ambulance service to the Town of Midway.

Davidson County Emergency Services Coordinator Doug Lowe may be contacted to address any concerns or answer any questions regarding this proposed change in service.
