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MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING OF MIDWAY TOWN COUNCIL HELD ON AUGUST 3, 2009 AT 7:00 P.M. MIDWAY FIRE AND RESCUE BUILDING, MIDWAY SCHOOL ROAD, MIDWAY, NORTH CAROLINA

CALL TO ORDER

Mayor George Byrum called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone present.

Mayor Pro Tem Mike McAlpine gave the invocation and led in the Pledge of Allegiance prior to the opening gavel.

Councilors present were: John Byrum, Mike D. McAlpine, Robin S. Moon, and Todd Nifong. Absent: Wiley Nifong.  Town Administrator Ryan Ross, Town Attorney James Lanik, Town Clerk Linda Hunt, and Consultant Alfred Dillon were present.  

Each Councilor had been furnished an agenda prior to the meeting.

No members of press were in attendance.

PUBLIC ADDRESS
Mr. Pete Turner, 391 Stephen Boulevard, stated he was concerned about speeding motorists in his neighborhood where a number of children live and play and he requested the Town’s assistance in getting the NC Department of Transportation to install either a speed limit or “Children at Play”  sign in that area.

Mr. Dan Wishnietsky, 300 Bent Oak Drive, spoke to Council regarding the new recycling regulations that will take effect in October of this year.  Mr. Wishnietsky also stated he would like to see local residents participate in donating much needed school supplies for Midway Elementary School with Town Hall as the collection site.  He said he would take responsibility for picking up and delivering the supplies to the school.  

ADOPT AGENDA

It was noted there was an incorrect date on the agenda under VI. Regular Business, Item 1. Amend Town Council Meeting Schedule 2009.  The date for the proposed amendment to the schedule for the September 2009 regular meeting should be Monday, September 14, 2009 instead of September 13 as shown on the agenda.  

On motion by Mayor Pro Tem Mike McAlpine, seconded by Councilor John Byrum, Council voted unanimously to adopt the agenda as amended.  

PUBLIC HEARINGS

PUBLIC HEARING – REZONING REQUEST BY RICKY AND TERRI SHORE – LOT 44A (3.6 ACRES MORE OR LESS), TAX MAP 12, MIDWAY TOWNSHIP, FROM RA-1, RURAL AGRICULTURAL DISTRICT, TO RA-3, RURAL AGRICULTURAL DISTRICT

At its regular meeting on July 6, 2009, Town Council called for a public hearing to receive citizen input on the rezoning request by Terri S. and Ricky A. Shore for Lot 44A (consisting of 3.6 acres more or less), Tax Map 12, Midway Township, to change the zoning from RA-1, Rural Agricultural District, to RA-3, Rural Agricultural District, to be held on August 3, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. at the Midway Fire and Rescue Building, Midway School Road.

Davidson County Planning Director Guy Cornman reported that staff and the Midway Planning and Zoning Board recommend Town Council approve the request from Terri S. and Ricky A. Shore to rezone Lot 44A (3.6 acres, more or less), Tax Map 12, Midway Township, from RA-1, Rural Agricultural District, to RA-3, Rural Agricultural District.  The purpose of the rezoning request is to enable Mr. and Mrs. Shore to place a single-wide manufactured home on the property.  As the property is currently zoned, single-wide manufactured homes are not permitted. 

The Davidson County Planning Department mailed out notices of the rezoning request to adjoining property owners and notice of the public hearing was published in The Dispatch on July 17 and 24, 2009 as required by law.

Mayor Byrum opened the public hearing.    

Mrs. Terri Shore, owner of property in question, stated there had been a double-wide home on the lot originally, but it has since been removed.  She said she would like to put a single-wide in its place for her son and his family to live in.     

In response to Council concerns about the property possibly becoming a mobile home park, Mr. Cornman said the property is large enough that it could be subdivided.  As currently zoned, up to four double-wide manufactured homes could be allowed if the property is subdivided.  If the zoning is changed to RA-3, up to four single-wides could be allowed.  Mr. Cornman said the shared road to the property would have to be upgraded if the property is subdivided.     

There being no one else wishing to speak, Mayor Byrum closed the public hearing.

On motion by Mayor Pro Tem Mike McAlpine, seconded by Councilor Moon, Council voted unanimously to approve the request by Terri S. and Ricky A. Shore to rezone Lot 44A (consisting of 3.6 acres, more or less), Tax Map 12, Midway Township, from RA-1, Rural Agricultural District, to RA-3, Rural Agricultural District.

AMEND 2009 TOWN COUNCIL MEETING SCHEDULE

In order to accommodate a scheduling conflict, it is be necessary to change the September regular meeting date from Tuesday, September 8, to Monday, September 14, 2009.  

On motion by Councilor John Byrum, seconded by Councilor Todd Nifong, Council voted unanimously to amend the 2009 Town Council meeting schedule to change the September Town Council regular meeting date to Monday, September 14, 2009.

TOWN ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORTS

Midway Elementary School PTO Grant Request

Town Administrator Ryan Ross informed Town Council he had spoken with Davidson County Manager Robert Hyatt and Davidson County Schools Director of Auxiliary Services Jay Temple regarding the new playground equipment the PTO wants to purchase for the school.  Both Mr. Hyatt and Mr. Temple approve of the project.

Benchmark CMR, Inc. – Land Use Plan  

Town Administrator Ryan Ross reported Benchmark CMR, Inc. presented its first draft of the proposed Land Use Plan to the Midway Planning and Zoning Board/Sewer Committee for review at their meeting on July 28, 2009.

Piedmont Triad Council of Government  

Mr. Ross reported he had spoken with Ms. Ginger Booker with the Piedmont Triad Council of Government (PTCOG) about the possibility of PTCOG providing some professional training for the Midway Planning Board and the Council on planning and zoning issues that may be encountered with the Land Use Plan.  PTCOG does provide that kind of training to member cities; however, the Town of Midway is currently not a member of the organization.  

Mr. Ross stated that PTCOG could provide the Town with numerous training opportunities as well as many other services and, therefore, he recommended Council consider becoming a member of PTCOG.  Membership dues are approximately $650- $700 annually.  

Davidson County Planning Director Guy Cornman said that PTCOG has a wealth of resources from which Midway would greatly benefit.  Davidson County is a member of the PTCOG and Mr. Cornman highly recommended Council join the organization as well.

Mr. Ross said if Council was interested, he could get a representative from PTCOG to come to a Council planning meeting to go over all the services it provides and how those services would benefit the Town.  

It was the consensus of Council to hear the presentation by PTCOG at Council’s next planning meeting on August 31, 2009.  Town Administrator Ryan Ross to set that up with PTCOG. 

Financial Report

As of July 31, 2009, the Town has a balance of $2,090,222.02.

On motion by Councilor John Byrum, seconded by Councilor Todd Nifong, Council voted unanimously to recess to closed session in accordance with N.C. General Statute 143-318.11(a)(4) for the purpose of discussing matters relating to the location or expansion of industries or other businesses in the area served by the public body, including agreement on a tentative list of economic development incentives that may be offered by the public body in negotiations.
