MINUTES OF MIDWAY TOWN COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING HELD ON DECEMBER 20, 2010 AT 7:00 P.M. AT TOWN HALL, 125 GUMTREE ROAD, MIDWAY, NORTH CAROLINA

CALL TO ORDER

Mayor George Byrum called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone present.

Mayor Pro Tem Mike McAlpine gave the invocation and led in the Pledge of Allegiance prior to the opening gavel.

Councilors present were: John Byrum, Mike McAlpine, Robin S. Moon, and Norman Wilkes.  Absent: Councilor Todd Nifong. Town Administrator Ryan Ross, Town Clerk Linda Hunt, and Town Attorney James Lanik were present.  

Each Councilor had been furnished an agenda prior to the meeting.

No members of press were in attendance.

PUBLIC ADDRESS

Mr. Tom Lynge, 312 Garden Valley Drive, addressed Council to commend the Town administration on its fiscal control of the Town’s finances.

REGULAR BUSINESS

AUDIT REPORT FOR FISCAL YEAR ENDED JUNE 30, 2010 – ALLRED AND CARRICK, CPAS, PC

At their meeting on November 15, 2010, Town Council was given copies of the Audit Report for Fiscal Year Ending June 30, 2010 prepared by Allred and Carrick, CPAs, PC to review prior to the formal presentation by Auditor Eddie Carrick at Council’s regular meeting on December 20, 2010.  This gave Council time to review the report thoroughly and to be prepared to ask any questions they may have regarding the audit.  

Auditor Eddie Carrick was unable to attend the December 20, 2010 Town Council regular meeting; therefore, it was the consensus of Council to postpone receiving the audit report until January 2011.

TOWN ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORTS
FINANCIAL REPORT

Town Administrator Ryan Ross reported that as of December 15, 2010, the Town’s fund balance was $2,638,868.68.

SEWER UPDATE 

Town Administrator Ryan Ross reported that Yates Construction Company currently has three construction crews working on the sewer lines – one at the pump station, one on Hickory Tree Road, and the other on the fallout line on the Nifong property.  The project is ahead of schedule at this time.

The Local Government Commission (LGC) has approved the Town entering into a loan agreement with Industrial Federal Bank in the amount of $933,500.  Mr. Ross advised Council that plans are to close the loan the week after Christmas, depending on the bank’s schedule.
