MINUTES OF MIDWAY TOWN COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING HELD ON DECEMBER 6, 2010 AT 7:00 P.M. AT THE MIDWAY FIRE AND RESCUE BUILDING, 228 MIDWAY SCHOOL ROAD, MIDWAY, NORTH CAROLINA

CALL TO ORDER

Mayor George Byrum called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone present.

Mayor Byrum gave the invocation and led in the Pledge of Allegiance prior to the opening gavel.

Councilors present were: John Byrum, Robin Moon, Todd Nifong and Norman Wilkes.  Absent: Mike McAlpine.  Town Administrator Ryan Ross, Town Attorney Jim Lanik and Town Clerk Linda Hunt were present.  

Each Councilor had been furnished an agenda prior to the meeting.

No members of press were in attendance.

PUBLIC ADDRESS

There were none.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
On motion by Councilor Nifong, seconded by Councilor Byrum, Council voted unanimously to approve the minutes of the November 15, 2010 Town Council regular meeting.

On motion by Councilor Wilkes, seconded by Councilor Moon, Council voted unanimously to adopt the agenda as amended.    

REGULAR BUSINESS 

ADOPTION OF CODE OF ETHICS FOR THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF MIDWAY, NORTH CAROLINA

In 2009 the North Carolina General Assembly passed legislation that requires local governing boards to adopt a code of ethics and requires board members to receive ethics training.  Section 160A-86 of the North Carolina General Statutes (N.C.G.S.) requires local governing boards to adopt a code of ethics by January 1, 2011.  At the November 15, 2010 Town Council meeting, Town Attorney Jim Lanik distributed copies of the proposed Code of Ethics for Council’s review and input prior to action by Council at the December 6, 2010 regular Town Council meeting.

On motion by Councilor Byrum, seconded by Councilor Nifong, Council voted unanimously to adopt the Code of Ethics for the Town Council of the Town of Midway, North Carolina.

A complete copy of the Code of Ethics is on file at Town Hall.

Town Administrator Ryan Ross told Council he had been informed that the Town’s application to the Local Government Commission (LGC) requesting approval of the sewer project and the proposed installment financing is on the LGC’s agenda for its December 7, 2010 meeting for action.  

Mr. Ross reported there are three construction crews currently working on the sewer lines.  One crew is working on Highway 52 at Eller Road, another on the Nifong property, and the other on the pump station. 

Mr. Ross advised Council that there is a construction meeting with The Wooten Company and Yates Construction Company on Wednesday, December 8th.    He also noted that the Sewer Committee will be holding another meeting soon but it could possibly be after Christmas before they meet.

COMMENTS FROM COUNCILOR NORMAN WILKES

This item was added to the agenda at the request of Councilor Wilkes.

Councilor Wilkes began his comments saying that on his way out of town on Saturday, December 6, 2010, he noticed Councilor Robin Moon picking up trash at the intersection of Hickory Tree Road and Old Highway 52 in 28 degrees weather.  Councilor Wilkes said he would like to commend Councilor Moon for his dedication and efforts in keeping the areas along the roadways in the Town of Midway clean and free of litter which is one of the goals of Town Council.  Councilor Wilkes asked that this commendation be spread into the minutes of the meeting.

The Council also recognized Councilor Moon’s service to the Town.

This item did not require action.  

TOWN ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORTS

UPDATE ON STREETLIGHTS

Town Administrator Ryan Ross stated that in talking with representatives from Duke Energy and the North Carolina Department of Transportation (NCDOT), there appears to have been some miscommunications between the parties regarding the installation of the streetlights.  Mr. Ross said he has been working with both Duke Energy and NCDOT to get the matter resolved to prevent any further delays.
