MINUTES OF MIDWAY TOWN COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING HELD ON DECEMBER 7, 2009 AT 7:00 P.M. AT THE MIDWAY FIRE AND RESCUE BUILDING, 228 MIDWAY SCHOOL ROAD, MIDWAY, NORTH CAROLINA

CALL TO ORDER

Mayor George Byrum called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone present.

Councilor Robin Moon gave the invocation and led in the Pledge of Allegiance prior to the opening gavel.

Councilors present were: John Byrum, Mike D. McAlpine, Robin S. Moon, Todd Nifong, and Wiley Nifong.  Absent:  None. Town Administrator Ryan Ross, Town Attorney James Lanik, Town Clerk Linda Hunt and Town Consultant Al Dillon were present.  

Each Councilor had been furnished an agenda prior to the meeting.

No members of press were in attendance.

PUBLIC ADDRESS
There were none.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

On motion by Councilor Todd Nifong, seconded by Councilor Wiley Nifong, Council voted unanimously to approve the minutes of the November 16, 2009 Town Council regular meeting as presented.  

ADOPT AGENDA

On motion by Mayor Pro Tem Mike McAlpine, seconded by Councilor John Byrum, Council voted unanimously to adopt the agenda as presented.    

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

PUBLIC HEARING - ADOPTION OF  TEXT AMENDMENTS TO THE TOWN’S ZONING ORDINANCE TO IMPLEMENT THE PROPOSED US HIGHWAY 52 CORRIDOR OVERLAY ZONING DISTRICT FOR CORE COMMERCIAL AREA WITHIN THE BOUNDARIES OF THE TOWN OF MIDWAY 

At their meeting on November 16, 2009, Town Council called for a public hearing to be held on Monday, December 7, 2009, at 7:00 p.m. at the Midway Fire and Rescue Building, 228 Midway School Road, to receive citizen input on the adoption of text amendments to the Town’s Zoning Ordinance to implement the proposed US Highway 52 Corridor Overlay Zoning District for the core commercial area within the boundaries of the Town of Midway.  

The notice of the public hearing was published in The Dispatch on November 25 and December 2, 2009 as required by law.

Mr. Vagn Hanson, Project Planner with Benchmark CMR, Inc., gave a brief overview of the proposed text amendments to the Town’s zoning ordinance and said he was there to answer any questions about the amendments.  

The proposed text amendments to the Town’s zoning ordinance are as follows:

Article 3 – Establishment of Use Regulations and Schedules (Amended)

Sec. 3-4
Overlay Districts (Amendment)

A. Purpose and Applicability

Overlay Districts are established to impose additional development regulations for a unique area without changing the underlying base zoning or property within the area.  Regulations established by an Overlay District supersede the regulations of the base zoning district or other general development regulations when the Overlay District regulations are more stringent.  Otherwise, where the regulations of the underlying base zoning district are more stringent, or an issue is not addressed by the Overlay District, the base zoning or general development requirement applies.

B. Overlay Districts Established

The following Overlay Districts are established:

1. Core Commercial Overlay District (CCOD)

The Core Commercial Overlay District is established to provide additional development regulations for the area around the US 52 and Hickory Tree Road interchange.  The standards for this Overlay District are set forth in Article 17 – Core Commercial Overlay District.

Sec. 3-5
Table of Permitted Uses (Renumbered)

Districts in which particular uses are permitted as a use by right are indicated by “X”.  Districts in which particular uses are prohibited are indicated by a blank.   Districts in which particular uses are permitted as a Special Use upon approval by the Board of Adjustment are indicated by “SA” (Class A Special Use), and districts with particular uses granted by the Board of Adjustment are indicated by “SB” (Class B Special Use).

Article 17

Core Commercial Overlay District (Amendment)

Sec. 17-1
Introduction

A. The purpose of the Core Commercial Overlay District (CCOD) is to establish a set of development and design standards to regulate new development within the Town of Midway’s core commercial area around the US 52 and Hickory Tree Road interchange.  These standards are established with the intent to ensure conformity of new development in this area with the adopted US Highway 52 Corridor Plan adopted by the Midway Town Council to establish a long term vision for growth in the Town’s commercial core.

B.  Exemption

The standards set forth in this Article do not apply to the use, construction, expansion or reconstruction of single family dwellings, two-family dwellings (duplexes) or residential accessory structures.

Proposed Article 17, Core Commercial Overlay District, is a new article to be added to the Town’s Zoning Ordinance.  Section 17-1 of Article 17 is included in these minutes in order to set forth information as to the purpose of the article and to reflect the exemptions from this article.  A complete copy of the proposed text amendments to the Town’s Zoning Ordinance is on file at Town Hall.  

Mayor Byrum opened the public hearing.

There being no one desiring to speak for or against this matter, Mayor Byrum closed the public hearing.

No action was taken by Council on the proposed amendments to the Town’s zoning ordinance.  The matter will be taken up at the December 21, 2009 regular Town Council meeting.

SPECIAL RECOGNITION OF TOWN COUNCILOR WILEY NIFONG

Norman L. Wilkes took his oath of office as Town Councilor.  This term will expire December 2013.

Senator Bingham congratulated the new Council members and gave some brief remarks concerning the incorporation of the Town, pointing out the dedication of and hard work by Midway residents that was involved in becoming a town.    

SEATING OF TOWN COUNCIL

Town Council seating remained the same and Councilor Norman L. Wilkes took former Councilor Wiley E. Nifong’s seat.
ELECTION OF MAYOR PRO-TEM AND OATH OF OFFICE

Councilor John Byrum nominated Mike McAlpine for Mayor Pro Tem.  No other nominations were made.  Councilor Wilkes moved to close the nominations.  

On motion by Councilor John Byrum, seconded by Councilor Wilkes, Council unanimously voted to elect Mike McAlpine as Mayor Pro Tem.

Mike McAlpine took his oath of office as Mayor Pro Tem administered by North Carolina State Senator Stan Bingham. 

TOWN ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORTS

Town Administrator Ryan Ross reported the Sewer Committee would be meeting on Thursday, December 17, 2009 at 5:00 p.m. at Town Hall.
