MINUTES OF MIDWAY TOWN COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING HELD ON FEBRUARY 1, 2010 AT 7:00 P.M. AT THE MIDWAY FIRE AND RESCUE BUILDING, 228 MIDWAY SCHOOL ROAD, MIDWAY, NORTH CAROLINA

CALL TO ORDER

Mayor George Byrum called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone present.

Mayor Pro Tem Mike McAlpine gave the invocation and led in the Pledge of Allegiance prior to the opening gavel.

Councilors present were: John Byrum, Mike D. McAlpine, Robin S. Moon, Todd Nifong, and Norman Wilkes.  Absent: None.  Town Administrator Ryan Ross, Town Attorney James Lanik, Town Clerk Linda Hunt and Town Consultant Al Dillon were present.  

Each Councilor had been furnished an agenda prior to the meeting.

No members of press were in attendance.

PUBLIC ADDRESS
Mr. Robert Shoaf, 9329 Old US Highway 52, stated he was unsure if his property is included in any of the voluntary annexation areas but he wanted to voice his objection to being annexed into the Town of Midway.  

Ms. Sue Shoaf, 9329 Old US Highway 52, stated she was also was not in favor of being annexed into the Town of Midway.

Mayor Pro Tem Mike McAlpine explained that the areas under consideration are strictly voluntary annexations.

Councilor Moon stated that he wasn’t aware of anyone in Mr. Shoaf’s area expressing interest in being annexed.  

Mr. David Sink, 1650 Hartman Road, said he was interested in knowing how property owners would be affected by the annexation and he expressed his interest in being annexed.  

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

On motion by Mayor Pro Tem Mike McAlpine, seconded by Councilor Todd Nifong, Council voted unanimously to approve the minutes of the January 19, 2010 Town Council regular meeting as presented.  

ADOPT AGENDA

Mayor Pro Tem Mike McAlpine requested that a Closed Session be added to the agenda in accordance with North Carolina General Statutes 143-318.11(a)(3) for the purpose of discussing matters as pertains to attorney-client privilege.

On motion by Councilor John Byrum, seconded by Councilor Norman Wilkes, Council voted unanimously to adopt the agenda as amended.   

PROCLAMATIONS/RECOGNITIONS
PROCLAMATION – MULTIPLE SCLEROSIS AWARENESS WEEK – MARCH 8-14, 2010

Councilor Robin Moon read the proclamation proclaiming March 8-14, 2010 as Multiple Sclerosis Awareness Week in Midway and commending this observance to the Town’s citizens.  

PUBLIC HEARING
AMENDMENT TO ORDINANCE APPROVING THE MIDWAY/WINSTON-SALEM ANNEXATION AGREEMENT

On October 6, 2009, the Midway Town Council adopted the Ordinance Approving the Annexation Agreement between the Town of Midway and the City of Winston-Salem, pending approval of the same by the Winston-Salem City Council.  On December 21, 2009, the Winston-Salem City Council adopted a like ordinance approving the Agreement; however, Winston-Salem had made some revisions to the metes and bounds description and map attached as Exhibits A and B.  Therefore, Midway must amend its original ordinance to accept the revisions made.  

The notice of the public hearing on adoption of the amendment was advertised in The Dispatch on January 20 and 27, 2010 as required by law. 

Mayor Byrum opened the public hearing.

There being no one desiring to speak on the matter, Mayor Byrum closed the public hearing.

Town Attorney Jim Lanik informed Council that although the revisions to the description and map made by the City of Winston-Salem were relatively technical, he was of the opinion that those revisions were not incorporated in the agreement itself.  Mr. Lanik recommended that Council delay action on this item until the next regular Council meeting to allow him time to work out the details with the City of Winston-Salem.  

It was the consensus of Council to delay action on the amendment to the Ordinance approving the Annexation Agreement between the Town of Midway and the City of Winston-Salem until the February 15, 2010 Town Council meeting. 

REGULAR BUSINESS 
ADOPT PROPOSED MAP AMENDMENTS TO THE TOWN OF MIDWAY’S ZONING ORDINANCE FOR THE US HIGHWAY 52 CORRIDOR OVERLAY ZONING DISTRICT FOR THE CORE COMMERCIAL AREA WITHIN THE BOUNDARIES OF THE TOWN OF MIDWAY

At its January 19, 2010, Town Council held the public hearing to receive citizen input on the adoption of the proposed map amendments to the Town of Midway’s Zoning Ordinance for the US Highway 52 Corridor Overly Zoning District for the Core Commercial Area within the boundaries of the Town of Midway.  There were no speakers at the public hearing.  Council delayed action on the proposed map amendments until the February 1, 2010 Town Council meeting.  

On motion by Councilor John Byrum, seconded by Councilor Robin Moon, Council voted unanimously to adopt the proposed map amendments to the Town of Midway’s Zoning Ordinance for the US Highway 52 Corridor Overlay Zoning District for the Core Commercial Area within the boundaries of the Town of Midway.

Copies of the map amendments are available for inspection at Town Hall during regular business hours.

APPOINTMENT OF DEPUTY TOWN CLERK

North Carolina General Statute 160A-172 states:  “The Council may provide for a deputy city clerk who shall have full authority to exercise and perform any of the powers and duties of the city clerk that may be specified by the Council.”  The purpose of appointing a deputy clerk is to ensure official business can be carried on as usual in the absence of the Town Clerk.

On motion by Councilor Robin Moon, seconded by Councilor Todd Nifong, Council voted unanimously to appoint Town Administrator Ryan Ross as Deputy Town Clerk for the Town of Midway. 

CHRISTMAS DECORATIONS AND LIGHTS 

At the last Town Council meeting on January 19, 2010, Councilor Norman Wilkes reported the information he and Town Administrator Ryan Ross had gathered from vendors regarding the different styles and cost of Christmas decorations for the Town.  One concern expressed by Council was the lack of space to store the decorations once they are taken down.  Councilor Wilkes said he would try to find a location with suitable storage space for the decorations and report his findings to Council at their next meeting.  
Councilor Wilkes informed Council that Davidson Steel has offered to let the Town use the basement area of its building to store the decorations.   Regarding Council’s question about the possibility of renting decorations instead of buying them, Councilor Wilkes said vendors want to sell their products, not rent them. Councilor Wilkes urged Council to move forward and approve the purchase of the Christmas decorations and lights and pay the costs incurred from having them put up.  Councilor Wilkes pointed out that the decorations need to be ordered as soon as possible in order to take advantage of the discount being offered for early purchase.  

Councilor Wilkes added he has received positive feedback from residents about the Christmas decorations and said that he felt it would be a good way for the Council to give back to the residents of the Town.

Councilor Byrum posed the following questions: 

· How many vendors have been contacted?
· Who installs the electrical outlets?
· Who puts up the decorations and takes them down?
· What about warranties for the decorations?
Councilor Wilkes said he would check into those questions and will provide the answers to Council at the first meeting in April.

TOWN ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORTS

ANNEXATION UPDATE

Town Administrator Ryan Ross told Council he is in the process of setting up meetings with representatives from each of the voluntary annexation areas to get status reports from them in regard to the progress they have made in obtaining the remaining signatures necessary to move forward.  The law requires voluntary annexation petitions to be signed by 100% of the property owners in the area that would be affected before the Town can begin procedures to annex the property.  It was hoped that the work could be completed so that the Town could annex the areas effective July 1, 2010; however, it appears that only one area will be able to meet the requirements in time for that to be done. 

PLANNING AND ZONING BOARD - 2010 MEETING SCHEDULE 

Town Administrator Ryan Ross provided Council with a copy of the Planning and Zoning Board Meeting Schedule for 2010, pointing out Board had changed their meeting time from 6:30 p.m. to 5:00 p.m.

BENCHMARK REPORT

The final copy of the US Highway 52 Corridor Plan prepared by Benchmark CMR, Inc. that was adopted by Council in November 2009 was distributed to Council.

ETHICS TRAINING

In 2009 the North Carolina General Assembly passed legislation that requires local governing boards to receive ethics training and to adopt a code of ethics by January 1. 2011.
