MINUTES OF MIDWAY TOWN COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING HELD ON JULY 19, 2010 AT 7:00 P.M. AT TOWN HALL, 125 GUMTREE ROAD, MIDWAY, NORTH CAROLINA

CALL TO ORDER

Mayor George Byrum called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone present.

Councilor Todd Nifong gave the invocation and led in the Pledge of Allegiance prior to the opening gavel.

Councilors present were: Mike D. McAlpine, John Byrum Robin S. Moon, Todd Nifong, and Norman Wilkes.  Absent: None. Town Administrator Ryan Ross, Town Attorney James Lanik, and Town Clerk Linda Hunt were present.  

Each Councilor had been furnished an agenda prior to the meeting.

No members of press were in attendance.

PUBLIC ADDRESS

There were none.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

On motion by Mayor Pro Tem Mike McAlpine, seconded by Norman Wilkes, Council voted unanimously to approve the minutes of the July 6, 2010 Town Council regular meeting as presented.  

ADOPT AGENDA

On motion by Councilor John Byrum, seconded by Councilor Todd Nifong, Council voted unanimously to adopt the agenda as presented.    

PUBLIC HEARING 

PUBLIC HEARING – PETITION FOR VOLUNTARY CONTIGUOUS ANNEXATION – NORTH PAYNE ROAD AREA 

At their meeting on June 21, 2010, Town Council called for a public hearing to be held on July 19, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. at Town Hall to receive citizen input on the voluntary annexation petition submitted by property owners in the North Payne Road area.

Notice of the public hearing was published in The Dispatch on July 7, 2010 as required by law.

Mayor Byrum opened the public hearing.

There being no one desiring to speak on the voluntary annexation, Mayor Byrum closed the public hearing.

No action was taken by Council following the public hearing.

REGULAR BUSINESS

RESCIND RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING CONDEMNATION TO ACQUIRE A PORTION OF CERTAIN PROPERTY IN CONNECTION WITH THE TEMPORARY AND PERMANENT EASEMENT FOR CONSTRUCTION, INSTALLATION, RELOCATING, UPGRADE, EXTENSION AND MAINTENANCE OF SEWER LINES IN CONNECTION WITH THE OLD HIGHWAY 52 

At their meeting on June 21, 2010, Town Council adopted a resolution authorizing condemnation to acquire a portion of certain property known as the Saintsing property in connection with the temporary and permanent easement for construction, installation, relocating, upgrade, extension and maintenance of sewer lines in connection with the old Highway 52 area project.

Ms. Ann Amos and Ms. Jean Lowstettler, acting on their parents’ behalf, had originally said they preferred not to sign the easement but was in favor of the Town condemning the property for the easement.  Town Administrator Ryan Ross advised Council that since that time, Ms. Amos and Ms. Lowstettler have contacted him to ask that they be allowed to sign the sewer easement instead of the the condemnation as they had originally requested.  In order to comply with their request, Town Council will need to rescind the resolution authorizing the condemnation.

On motion by Mayor Pro Tem Mike McAlpine, seconded by Councilor Robin Moon, Council voted unanimously to rescind the resolution authorizing condemnation of the Saintsing property for sewer lines in connection with the old Highway 52 area project.
TOWN ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORTS

SEWER UPDATE

Town Administrator Ryan Ross gave Council an update on the status of the three sewer easements still outstanding.  

Councilor Wilkes said he had received several telephone calls from individuals asking when the sewer lines would be constructed.

FINANCIAL REPORT

Town Administrator Ryan Ross reported that as of June 30, 2010, the Town had a fund balance of $2,158,134.67.   

YARD CLEAN UP UPDATE

Town Administrator Ryan Ross gave Council a brief update on the status of recent complaints received from residents regarding junk and debris in yards and portable basketball goals being placed along streets in neighborhoods.

STREET LIGHTS UPDATE

Town Administrator Ryan Ross informed Council that he is still in the process of working with Duke Energy in an effort to get the street lights installed as soon as possible.

WATER TOWER PAINTING UPDATE

Councilor Norman Wilkes told Council he has talked to Greg Stabler at Davidson Water, Inc. regarding the Town’s request to have the “Town of Midway” painted on their new water tower located along new Highway 52.  Mr. Stabler informed Councilor Wilkes that the Town’s request has not been presented to the full board yet.

PRIVILEGE LICENSE UPDATE

Town Attorney Jim Lanik distributed copies of information he had gathered related to privilege licenses for Council’s review and gave a brief overview of the information.
