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MINUTES OF PLANNING MEETING OF MIDWAY TOWN COUNCIL HELD ON JUNE 26, 2009 IMMEDIATELY FOLLOWING THE TOWN COUNCIL SPECIAL MEETING AT TOWN HALL, 125 GUMTREE ROAD, MIDWAY, NORTH CAROLINA

CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Pro Tem Mike McAlpine called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone present.

Councilors present were: Mike D. McAlpine, Robin S. Moon, Todd Nifong, and John Byrum, Absent: Mayor George Byrum and Councilor Wiley Nifong.  Town Attorney James Lanik, Town Clerk Linda Hunt, and Consultant Alfred Dillon were present.  Town Administrator Ryan Ross was absent.

Each Councilor had been furnished an agenda prior to the meeting.

No members of press were in attendance.

PUBLIC ADDRESS
Mr. Tom Lynge, 312 Garden Valley Drive, encouraged Council to be sure that proper protocol is used in displaying the United States flag outside Town Hall. 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

On motion by Councilor John Byrum, seconded by Councilor Robin Moon, Council voted unanimously to approve the minutes of the May 26, 2009 Planning Meeting as presented.

On motion by Councilor John Byrum, seconded by Councilor Todd Nifong, Council voted unanimously to approve the minutes of the June 1, 2009 Regular Meeting as presented.

GENERAL BUSINESS

RES0LUTION TO APPROVE UPDATES TO THE DAVIDSON COUNTY PLANNING AREA SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT PLAN

In accordance with N.C. General Statute 130A-309.09A, Davidson County and local municipalities must develop and adopt a Ten-Year Comprehensive Solid Waste Management Plan for the purpose of meeting local solid waste needs and protecting public health and the environment with mandatory updates to follow every three years.  This is the fourth update to the initial ten-year plan of 1997 and adds the Town of Midway as a new participating municipality.  Other participants include Davidson County, Cities of Lexington and Thomasville and Towns of Denton and Wallburg.  

Adoption of the Resolution will approve the Davidson County Planning Area Solid Waste Management Plan Three-Year Update and thereby adding the Town of Midway as a participant in the Davidson County Solid Waste Plan.

On motion by Councilor Robin Moon, seconded by Councilor John Byrum, Council voted unanimously to adopt the Town of Midway Resolution to Approve Updates to the Davidson County Planning Area Solid Waste Management Plan Three-Year Update for the period of 2009-2012.

RESOLUTION TO APPROVE 

THE DAVIDSON COUNTY SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT PLAN

THREE-YEAR UPDATE

FOR THE PERIOD OF 2009-2012

WHEREAS, comprehensive planning for management of solid waste is necessary: 1) to provide the community with waste disposal capacity and access the waste collection services and waste reduction opportunities; 2) to increase the efficiency and costs effectiveness of the solid waste management program; 3) to meet established local waste reduction goals; (4) to decrease the improper disposal of solid and hazardous wastes; and (5) to protect the public health and environment through education, innovation, accessibility and enforcement; and

WHEREAS, Davidson County adopted its Ten-Year Comprehensive Solid Waste Management Plan on June 18, 1997, and pursuant to N.C.G.S. § 130A-309.09A(b), whereby each unit of local government, either individually or in cooperation with other units of local government, is required to develop a ten-year comprehensive plan that must be updated every three years; and 

WHEREAS, the update to the Solid Waste Management Plan adds the Town of Midway as a new participating member; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.C.G.S. § 130A-309.09A(b), Davidson County held a public hearing on the 9th day of June 2009, to review and receive comments regarding the proposal update; and

             WHEREAS, the update to the Solid Waste Management Plan will allow Davidson County to achieve the goals of the update as set forth in this Resolution; and


WHEREAS, the Town of Midway has been adequately represented on the Davidson County Solid Waste Management Advisory Committee and has been actively involved in the planning process;

             NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Town Council of the Town of Midway approves the Davidson County Comprehensive Solid Waste Management Plan Three-Year Update for the period of 2009-2012.

               Adopted this 26th day of June, 2009.

A complete copy of the Davidson County Solid Waste Plan Three-Year Update for the period of 2009-2010 will be on file at Town Hall for public review and inspection.

CRITERIA FOR GRANTS

At the May 26, 2009 Town Council Planning Meeting, the Midway Elementary School PTO submitted a proposal to Town Council for a playground capital improvement grant in the amount of $20,000.  Ms. Suzanne Dellinger gave an oral presentation and provided Council with written copies of the proposal.  It was the consensus of Council to place this request on the agenda for the June 1, 2009 regular Town Council meeting.

At its meeting on June 1, 2009, Town Council agreed that guidelines for grant applications should be developed and approved by Council prior to any grants being awarded.  Staff was directed to contact other cities/towns to see what procedures they may have in place to handle grant requests and to be prepared to make a recommendation to Council at its next planning meeting on June 26, 2009.   

Copies of proposed Grant Application Guidelines and the Grant Application were provided to Council for review and input.  Following discussion, only one minor change was made to the application form – to change the instruction at the top of the application to read that the application should be returned to the Town Administrator versus using the Town Administrator’s name.  

Town Attorney Jim Lanik said the guidelines and application as proposed is a good way to start.  It ensures the Town gets the information it needs to make a determination on the grant.  He stated that it is flexible, yet stringent, to the Town’s benefit.

It was the consensus of Council to place this item on the agenda for the July 6, 2009 regular Town Council meeting.

CALL FOR PUBLIC HEARING – REZONING REQUEST BY RICKY AND TERRI SHORE – LOT 44A, TAX MAP 12, MIDWAY TOWNSHIP (11525 OLD HIGHWAY 52) FROM RA-1 TO RA-3

Terri S. and Ricky A. Shore have requested to rezone property in Midway Township, Tax Map 12, Lot 44, containing 3.6 acres located off the west side of Old Highway 52 at the Gumtree Road intersection.  Rezoning is requested to change from RA-1, Rural Agricultural District, to that of RA-3 Rural Agricultural District.

This request will reviewed by the Midway Planning and Zoning Board at its regular meeting on June 30, 2009.  Town Council will receive the Planning and Zoning Board’s report and recommendation at the regular Town Council meeting on July 6, 2009.

ANIMAL CONTROL ORDINANCE

At its regular meeting on June 1, 2009, Town Council held a public hearing to receive citizen input on the proposed Town of Midway Animal Control Ordinance as revised.  No action was taken by Council at that time.  

Taking into consideration the comments/concerns that citizens voiced at the public hearing, Councilor Moon once again revised the proposed Animal Control Ordinance.  Council was provided with copies of the most recent updated ordinance for review.  

It was the consensus of Council to place the proposed Animal Control Ordinance on the agenda for the July 6, 2009 regular Town Council meeting for action.

TOWN ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORTS

Public Hearing on July 6, 2009 – Ordinance Adopting the Davidson County Sewerage System Policy

Consultant Al Dillon reminded Council of the public hearing scheduled for the regular Town Council meeting on Monday, July 6, 2009.  As a requirement of the sewer agreement between Davidson County and the Town of Midway, the Town must adopt the Davidson County Sewerage System Policy.  Davidson County officials recommended the Town adopt the policy by ordinance for better enforcement.    
Following questions from Council, Town Attorney Jim Lanik told Town Council that once the Town adopts the ordinance adopting the policy as its own, the ordinance could be changed to suit the Town’s needs.

Sewer Update

It was the consensus of Council that a progress report on the sewer project be given at the July 6, 2009 regular Town Council meeting.

Financial Report

Consultant Al Dillon gave a financial report for the period of July 2008 through May 2009, pointing out that income from sales tax is down approximately $100,000.
