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MINUTES OF SPECIAL MEETING OF MIDWAY TOWN COUNCIL HELD ON JUNE 26, 2009 AT 6:00 P.M. AT TOWN HALL, 125 GUMTREE ROAD, MIDWAY, NORTH CAROLINA

CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Pro Tem Mike McAlpine called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone present.

Councilor Robin Moon gave the invocation and led in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Councilors present were: Mike D. McAlpine, Robin S. Moon, Todd Nifong, and John Byrum, Absent: Mayor George Byrum and Councilor Wiley Nifong.  Town Attorney James Lanik, Town Clerk Linda Hunt, and Consultant Alfred Dillon were present.  Town Administrator Ryan Ross was absent.

Each Councilor had been furnished an agenda prior to the meeting.

No members of press were in attendance.

ADOPTION OF TOWN OF MIDWAY BUDGET FOR FISCAL YEAR 2009-2010 – BUDGET ORDINANCE 04-09

At its regular meeting on June 1, 2009, Town Council held the public hearing to receive citizen input on the Town of Midway budget for Fiscal Year 2009-2010.  Notice of the public hearing was published in The Dispatch on May 20, 2009 as required by law.  Council took no action on the budget following the public hearing. 

Town Council set a special meeting to be held on Monday, June 29, 2009 at 6:00 p.m. at Town Hall for the purpose of adopting the Town of Midway budget for Fiscal Year 2009-2010 with the regularly scheduled Town Council Planning Meeting immediately following the special meeting. Due to unforeseen circumstances, the special meeting set for June 29, 2009 was cancelled and rescheduled for June 26, 2009, at 6:00 p.m. at Town Hall.  Proper notice was given and posted on the Town’s bulletin board at least 48 hours prior to the meeting.   

On motion by Councilor Robin Moon, seconded by Councilor Todd Nifong, Council voted unanimously to adopt Budget Ordinance 04-09 to set the Town of Midway budget for Fiscal Year 2009-2010.

Be it ordained by the Town Council of the Town of Midway, North Carolina at a special meeting the 26th day of June, 2009 at 6:00 p.m. that the following departmental expenditures and anticipated fund revenues, together with certain restrictions, are adopted.

Section III

Ad Valorem Taxes

It is estimated that the total valuation of property for the purpose of taxation is $ 303,000,000 and the estimated collection rate is 97.5%.  There is hereby levied a tax at the rate of five (.05) cents per one hundred dollars ($100) valuation of property listed for taxes as of January 1, 2008 for the purpose of raising revenues listed as “Ad Valorem Tax, Current Year” in Section II, General Fund Revenues of this Ordinance.

Section IV

Finance Officer Transfer Authority

The Finance Officer is hereby authorized to transfer appropriations within a fund as contained herein under the following conditions:

a. may transfer amounts up to $2,500 between objects of expenditure within a department or between departments of the same fund with a report being submitted at the next regularly scheduled meeting of the Town Council.

b. may not transfer any amount between fund accounts nor from contingency 

appropriations without prior approval of the Town Council.

c. That the Town Council shall receive written request for authorization of funds to other agencies.

d. that the Finance Officer provides a monthly report of expenditures and revenues.

The Finance Officer is hereby authorized to amend the budget for donations up to $1,000 with a report being submitted at the next regularly scheduled meeting of the Town Council.

Section V

Budget Ordinance Copies

Copies of the Budget Ordinance shall be furnished to the Finance Officer, the Budget Officer and the Tax Supervisor of this Town for their direction in the carrying out of their duties.
