MINUTES OF MIDWAY TOWN COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING HELD ON MAY 17, 2010 AT 7:00 P.M. AT TOWN HALL, 125 GUMTREE ROAD, NORTH CAROLINA

CALL TO ORDER

Mayor George Byrum called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone present.

Councilor Todd Nifong gave the invocation and led in the Pledge of Allegiance prior to the opening gavel.

Councilors present were: Mike D. McAlpine, Robin S. Moon, Todd Nifong, and Norman Wilkes.  Absent: John Byrum.  Town Administrator Ryan Ross, Town Attorney James Lanik, Town Clerk Linda Hunt and Town Consultant Al Dillon were present.  

Each Councilor had been furnished an agenda prior to the meeting.

No members of press were in attendance.

PUBLIC ADDRESS

There were none.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

On motion by Councilor Nifong, seconded by Councilor Moon, Council voted unanimously to approve the minutes of the April 29, 2010 Town Council Budget Work Session as presented..

On motion by Mayor Pro Tem Mike McAlpine, seconded by Councilor Nifong, Council voted unanimously to approve the minutes of the May 3, 2010 Town Council regular meeting as presented.

ADOPT AGENDA

Mayor Byrum advised that the agenda would need to be amended to add Item 2. Presentation of Town of Midway Proposed Budget for Fiscal Year 2010-2011 under VII. Regular Business.

On motion by Councilor Wilkes, seconded by Mayor Pro Tem McAlpine, Council voted unanimously to adopt the agenda as amended.

PUBLIC HEARING – PETITION FOR VOLUNTARY CONTIGUOUS ANNEXATION – KENSINGTON SUBDIVISION

A. CERTIFICATE OF SUFFICIENCY OF ANNEXATION PETITION

B. ORDINANCE EXTENDING CORPORATE LIMITS OF THE TOWN OF MIDWAY
At their meeting on April 19, 2010, Council adopted a resolution directing the Town Clerk to investigate the sufficiency of the petition for voluntary contiguous annexation and to call for a public hearing on Monday, May 17, 2010, at 7:00 p.m. at Town Hall to receive citizen input on adoption of an ordinance extending the corporate limits of the Town of Midway to include the Kensington Subdivision.

Mayor Byrum opened the public hearing.

There being no one wishing to speak on the matter, Mayor Byrum closed the public hearing.

Town Clerk Linda A. Hunt certified that she has investigated the sufficiency of the petition for voluntary annexation and has found as a fact that said petition is signed by all owners of real property lying in the area described therein in accordance with N.C.G.S. 160A-31 and has determined that it is sufficient.
On motion by Councilor Moon, seconded by Councilor Wilkes, Council voted unanimously to adopt the Annexation Ordinance to Extend the Corporate Limits of the Town of Midway, North Carolina to include the Kensington Subdivision.

ANNEXATION ORDINANCE

AN ORDINANCE TO EXTEND THE CORPORATE LIMITS

OF THE TOWN OF MIDWAY, NORTH CAROLINA


WHEREAS, the Town Council of the Town of Midway has been petitioned pursuant to the provisions of N.C.G.S. § 160A-31 to annex the area described herein; and


WHEREAS, the Town Council of the Town of Midway has directed the Town Clerk to investigate the sufficiency of the petition for annexation; and


WHEREAS, following the certification of the sufficiency of the petition by the Town Clerk, the Town Council fixed a date for a public hearing on the question of annexation and caused a notice thereof to be published in a paper of general circulation in the Town of Midway once ten days prior to the date of the hearing; and


WHEREAS, the Town Council finds following public hearing on the matter that the petition for annexation is sufficient and meets all of the requirements set forth in N.C.G.S. § 160A-31;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF MIDWAY, NORTH CAROLINA:


Section 1. By virtue of the authority granted by N.C.G.S. § 160A-31, the following described area is hereby annexed and made part of the Town of Midway effective as of the 1st day of July, 2010:

Kensington Subdivision

Legal Description

Kensington Subdivision recorded in Plat Book 50, Page 99, Arcadia Township, Davidson County, North Carolina, and more particularly described as follows:

BEGINNING at an iron in the East right of way line of Hickory Tree Road (NCSR 1508) near its intersection with Payne Road (NCSR 1510), said iron marking the Northwest corner of property of Dorcas Wilkes as described in Deed Book 1267, Page 1456, Davidson County Registry; and running thence from said point of beginning with the East right of way line of Hickory Tree Road, North 33 deg. 54’ 59” West 145.00 feet to an iron stake; thence North 56 deg. 00’ 59” East 105.59 feet to an iron stake; thence on a curve (R=260.00 feet) North 28 deg. 59’ 27” East a chord distance of 236.35 feet to an iron stake; thence North 01 deg. 57’ 24” East 600.61 feet to an iron stake; thence another curve (R=300.00 feet) North 23 deg. 56’ 37” East a chord distance of 224.64 feet to an iron stake; thence North 19 deg. 49’ 45” West 184.61 feet to an iron stake; thence North 68 deg. 25’ 23” East 220.75 feet to an iron stake; thence North 00 deg. 14’ 12” West 111.64 feet to an iron stake, a corner for property of Hubbard Realty of Winston-Salem, Inc., as described in Deed Book 1370, Page 1833; thence with Hubbard’s line North 77 deg. 52’ 59” East, crossing an iron at 1294.06 feet, a total distance of 1304.06 feet to a point in a 24” poplar tree in the west line of Frank Nifong (see Deed Book 325, page 311, and Deed Book 965, Page 144); thence with Nifong’s west line South 27 deg. 05’ 06” East 287.92 feet to an axle; northwest corner of Juanita Hoots (see Deed Book 141, Page 429, and 82 E 178); thence with Hoot’s west line South 26 deg. 41’ 38” East 170.24 feet to an iron stake, a common corner for Hoots with Paul Jordan (see Deed Book 1244, Page 1664) and Larry Troxell (see Deed Book 963, Page 631); thence with Troxell’s Northern line South 60 deg. 19’ 55” West 316.85 feet to an iron stake; thence with Troxell’s West line and falling in with the line of Jerrell Phagan (see Deed Book 1631, Page 19) South 00 deg. 46’ 22” East crossing an iron at 320.56 feet, a total distance of 375.51 feet to an  iron stake; Northeast corner of Robert Hartman (see Deed Book 317, Page 466); thence with Hartman’s North line North 86 deg. 06’ 18” West 630.89 feet to an iron stake, northeast corner of Lot 54, Chesterfield, Section 4, Plat Book 21, Page 31; thence with the North line of said lot North 86 deg. 04’ 11” West 177.97 feet to an iron stake, northeast corner of Lot 53, Chesterfield, Section 5, Plat Book 21, Page 32; thence with the line of said subdivision and various lots North 86 deg. 08’ 21” West 559.21 feet to an iron stake; thence continuing with the subdivision South 01 deg. 57’ 54” West 885.77 feet to an iron stake, northeast corner of Dorcas Wilkes in the line of Lot 34, Chesterfield, Section 5, Plat book 21, Page 32; thence with Wilkes’ line South 62 deg. 43’ 56” West 215.13 feet to the point and place of beginning, containing 27.274 acres, more or less, in accord with at survey by J. Todd Everhart, dated 11-30-06 and bearing Job No. 4204.


Section 2. Upon and after the effective date of annexation, the above described area and its citizens and property shall be subject to all debts, laws, ordinances and regulations in force within the Town of Midway and shall be entitled to the same privileges and benefits as other parts of the Town of Midway. The area shall be subject to municipal taxes according to N.C.G.S. § 160A-58.10.


Section 3. The Mayor of the Town of Midway shall cause to be recorded in the office of the Register of Deeds of Davidson County, and in the office of the Secretary of State of North Carolina, an accurate map of the annexed area, described in Section 1 above, together with a duly certified copy of this ordinance.  Such a map shall also be delivered to the Davidson County Board of Elections, as required by N.C.G.S. § 163-288.1.

RESOLUTION OF THE MIDWAY TOWN COUNCIL

DIRECTING THE TOWN CLERK TO INVESTIGATE A PETITION RECEIVED UNDER G.S. 160A-31 AND FIXING DATE OF PUBLIC HEARING ON THE QUESTION OF ANNEXATION

WHEREAS, a petition requesting annexation of an area described in said petition has been received by the Town of Midway; and 

WHEREAS, G.S. 160A-31 provides that the sufficiency of the petition shall be investigated by the Town Clerk before further annexation proceedings may take place; and 

WHEREAS, the Town Council of the Town of Midway deems it advisable to proceed in response to this request for annexation, subject to the Clerk’s satisfactory investigation of the sufficiency of the petition; and 

WHEREAS, the areas proposed for annexation are described as follows:

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Town Council of the Town of Midway, North Carolina, that: 

Section 1. The Town Clerk is hereby directed to investigate the sufficiency of the above described petition and to certify as soon as possible to the Midway Town Council the result of her investigation. 

Section 2. Subject to the Town Clerk’s satisfactory result of her investigation, a public hearing on the question of annexation of the area described herein will be held at Town Hall, 125 Gumtree Road, at 7 p.m. (or as soon thereafter as is practicable) on Monday, June 21, 2010. 

Section 3. Notice of the public hearing shall be published in The Dispatch newspaper having general circulation in the Town of Midway, at least ten (10) days prior to the date of the public hearing.

PRESENTATION OF TOWN OF MIDWAY PROPOSED BUDGET FOR FISCAL YEAR 2010-2011 

At the May 3, 2010 Town Council meeting, Council called for a public hearing to be held on Monday, June 7, 2010, at 7:00 p.m. at the Midway Fire and Rescue Building to receive citizen input on the proposed budget for Fiscal Year 2010-2011.

Town Administrator Ryan Ross formally presented the Town of Midway Proposed Budget for Fiscal Year 2010-2011.  The changes made by Council to the preliminary budget presented to Town Council at their budget work session held on April 29, 2010 have been incorporated in this proposed budget.  

BUDGET MESSAGE 


The General Fund Budget for fiscal year ending June 30, 2011 is hereby presented and proposed for the amount of $995,850.  This budget represents conservative measures to provide essential governmental services to the Town of Midway.  These goals represent a balance between residential quality of life and economic opportunity for the business community.


The property tax rate remains stable at five cents per $100 valuation.


This budget includes a Capital Project Budget for sewer.


Municipal services include solid waste collection, street lights, and land use planning, zoning and augmented public safety.


This budget is balanced and prepared in accordance with the North Carolina Budget and Fiscal Control Act.  The Town Council will hold a public hearing on Monday, June 7, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. on the budget for fiscal year ending June 30, 2011.  Any person who wishes to be heard on the budget may appear at that time.  This budget may be reviewed at Town Hall.

SWIMMING POOL CLEAN-UP – RALPH MILLER ROAD 

At their meeting on May 3, 2010, Town Council held a quasi-judicial hearing regarding the poor condition of the swimming located on property owned by Joseph J. Weaver at 275 Ralph Miller Road and Council determined the swimming pool and its appurtenances are dangerous or prejudicial to public health or public safety pursuant to N.C.G.S. 160A-193 and ordered the removal or abatement of the dangerous condition of the pool and its appurtenances.

Town Administrator Ryan Ross advised he is in the process of obtaining bids for the clean-up of the swimming pool.   Mr. Ross stated he would like to get at least three bids.  Once the bids are in and the bid has been awarded, Mr. Ross will notify Ron Triplette with Davidson County and work can begin on demolishing the pool.

Town of Midway Land Use Plan – Public Meeting Notice

The meeting will begin at 6:30 p.m. with a presentation by Benchmark CMR, Inc. on the proposed Town of Midway Land Use Plan.  Following the presentation, residents will have the opportunity to provide input into the development of the Town’s first Land Use Plan.  

Midway Planning and Zoning Board/Board of Adjustment – Training

Ms. Hanna Cockburn, Planning Program Manager with the Piedmont Triad Council of Governments conducted a training session with the Midway Planning and Zoning Board last Tuesday, May 11, 2010 regarding the roles and duties of a planning board.  Ms. Cockburn recommended the purchase of several publications that would be useful for the Board’s reference.  The training was very informative and the Board had the opportunity to ask Ms. Cockburn any questions they might have had.

Community Assistance Resources in Davidson County

A brochure listing Community Assistance Resources in Davidson County was created by representatives from the towns of Denton, Lexington, Midway, Thomasville and Wallburg along Davidson County government and the United Way.  The purpose of the brochure is to help those who are in need where they can find assistance in areas such as food, medical care, employment opportunities, housing and other support groups.  The Town’s share of the cost of publication was $300.00.
