AUDIT REPORT FOR FISCAL YEAR ENDED JUNE 30, 1010 – ALLRED AND CARRICK, CPAS, PC

CODE OF ETHICS FOR THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF MIDWAY, NORTH CAROLINA

In 2009 the North Carolina General Assembly passed legislation that requires local governing boards to adopt a code of ethics and requires board members to receive ethics training.  Section 160A-86 of the North Carolina General Statutes (N.C.G.S.) requires local governing boards to adopt a code of ethics by January 1, 2011.  In addition, Council members shall comply with N.C.G.S. 160A-87 in receiving two clock hours of ethics education within 12 months of each election to office.  Council members may additionally receive two clock hours of ethics education annually, but failure to receive such additional ethics education shall not constitute a violation of this Code of Ethics. 

Town Attorney Jim Lanik distributed copies of a draft of the proposed Code of Ethics for Council review prior to action on this item by Council at the December 6, 2010 regular Town Council meeting.
