APPOINTMENTS – TWO ADDITIONAL MEMBERS TO SEWER COMMITTEE

Mayor Pro Tem Mike McAlpine stated it is the Sewer Committee’s opinion that two additional members are needed to serve on the Committee to assist in finalizing the Sewer Capital Recovery Plan.  Both Jackie Edwards and Tom Lynge have regularly attended the Sewer Committee meetings and demonstrated an interest in the development of the plan.  Therefore, it is the recommendation of the Sewer Committee to add two new members to the Committee and to appoint Jackie Edwards, 251 Havenwood Drive, and Tom Lynge, 312 Garden Valley Drive, to serve on the Sewer Committee.  Mayor Pro Tem Mike McAlpine stated that both Ms. Edwards and Mr. Lynge have experience and knowledge in such matters that would prove to be beneficial to the Committee’s work.  

On motion by Councilor Robin Moon, seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Mike McAlpine, Council voted unanimously to appoint Jackie Edwards to serve on the Sewer Committee.

On motion by Councilor John Byrum, seconded by Councilor Robin Moon, Council voted unanimously to appoint Tom Lynge to serve on the Sewer Committee.

CALL FOR PUBLIC HEARING – ADOPTION OF ZONING ORDINANCE AND OFFICIAL ZONING MAPS FOR THE TOWN OF MIDWAY

Planning Board Chairman Lynn Griggs stated that at its special meeting held on November 2, 2009, the Planning and Zoning Board of the Town of Midway reviewed the proposed zoning ordinance and official zoning maps and found that the adoption of said ordinance and the division districts according to said map is in the best interest of the Town of Midway, and therefore recommends the adoption of the proposed zoning ordinance and official zoning maps to the Town Council.

On motion by Councilor John Byrum, seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Mike McAlpine, Council voted unanimously to call for a public hearing on Monday, November 16, 2009, at 7:00 p.m. at Town Hall, 125 Gumtree Road, to receive citizen input on adoption of the proposed zoning ordinance and official zoning maps for the Town of Midway.

CALL FOR PUBLIC HEARING – ORDINANCE ADOPTING THE US HIGHWAY 52 CORRIDOR PLAN FOR THE TOWN OF MIDWAY

As written in the Introduction of the July 2009 Draft of the US Highway 52 Corridor Plan for the Town of Midway prepared by Benchmark CMR, Inc., Kannapolis, NC, when Midway became a new town, it meant creating a new vision for how the Town would grow.  Town Council recognized a need to provide sewer within the commercial center around Hickory Tree Road between old and new US 52.  This area has experienced commercial development in the past; however, that growth has been slowed due to the lack of adequate urban infrastructure.  The vision developed by the Town is to see this area as a prosperous urban core where residents can purchase necessary goods and services, while finding fulfillment in dining and entertainment in the Town’s center - within an environment of appropriate scale for the Town of Midway.  The Town also has determined it needs to protect its investment in sewer infrastructure for the corridor – putting into place zoning regulations that will adequately provide for a well planned commercial core.

The Town commissioned the consulting planning firm, Benchmark CMR, Inc., to assist with the preparation of a more detailed vision for the future development of the commercial center and entire Old US 52 corridor, as shown in Figure 1-1 of the draft plan.    

Benchmark CMR, Inc. presented its findings and first draft of the US Highway 52 Corridor Plan at a joint meeting of the Midway Planning and Zoning Board and the Sewer Committee held on June 30, 2009 at Town Hall.

In developing the plan, Benchmark researched and gathered the following information:

Background Research

· Development patterns and regulations
· Environmental and physical constraints
· Market Analysis
· Case Studies
On Thursday, October 29, 2009, Benchmark held a public information meeting for the community on the US Highway 52 Corridor Plan at the Midway Fire and Rescue Building, 228 Midway School Road, beginning at 6:30 p.m.  A stakeholders meeting for the core overlay district is scheduled for Tuesday, November 10, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. at the same location.

It is the recommendation of the Midway Planning and Zoning Board that Town Council approve and adopt the US Highway 52 Corridor Plan for the Town of Midway.  

On motion by Councilor Robin Moon, seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Mike McAlpine, Council voted unanimously to call for a public hearing on adoption of the US Highway 52 Corridor Plan for the Town of Midway to be held on Monday, November 16, 2009, at 7:00 p.m. at Town Hall, 125 Gumtree Road, Midway, North Carolina.

A copy of the proposed US Highway 52 Corridor Plan is available for inspection during regular business hours at Town Hall.
