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MINUTES OF PLANNING MEETING OF MIDWAY TOWN COUNCIL HELD ON SEPTEMBER 28, 2009 AT 7:00 P.M. AT TOWN HALL, 125 GUMTREE ROAD, MIDWAY, NORTH CAROLINA

CALL TO ORDER

Mayor George Byrum called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone present.

Councilor John Byrum gave the invocation and led in the Pledge of Allegiance prior to the opening gavel.

Councilors present were: John Byrum, Mike D. McAlpine, Robin S. Moon, and Todd Nifong. Absent:  Wiley Nifong.  Town Administrator Ryan Ross, Town Attorney James Lanik, Town Clerk Linda Hunt, and Consultant Alfred Dillon were present.  

Each Councilor had been furnished an agenda prior to the meeting.

No members of press were in attendance.

PUBLIC ADDRESS
There were none.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

On motion by Councilor Byrum, seconded by Councilor Todd Nifong, Council voted unanimously to approve the minutes of the August 31, 2009 Town Council Planning Meeting as presented.  

On motion by Councilor Robin Moon, seconded by Councilor Todd Nifong, Council voted unanimously to approve the minutes of the September 14, 2009 Regular Meeting as presented.

GENERAL BUSINESS

AUDIT FOR FISCAL YEAR 2008-2009

Town Administrator Ryan Ross reported that the audit of the Town of Midway’s financial activities for Fiscal Year 2008-2009 has been completed and that the auditor, Mr. Eddie Carrick of Allred and Carrick, CPAs, PC, will formally present the audit to Council at its October 19, 2009 meeting.  Mr. Ross distributed copies of the report to Council and encouraged Council to go through the report prior to the meeting so they can be prepared to ask the auditor any questions they may have concerning the audit.

TOWN ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORTS

AMENDED TOWN COUNCIL MEETING SCHEDULE FOR 2009

At its regular meeting on September 14, 2009, Town Council voted unanimously to eliminate the Town Council planning meetings that were being held on the last Monday of each month and, instead, to begin holding two regular meetings a month to be held on the first and third Mondays of each month beginning October 1, 2009.  The meeting on the first Monday will continue to be held at the Midway Fire and Rescue Building on Midway School Road and the second meeting on the third Monday will be held at Town Hall at 125 Gumtree Road.  The meetings will continue to begin at 7:00 p.m.

A revised meeting schedule has been approved and will be put on the Town’s website and the Town Hall bulletin board to inform Midway residents of the schedule change.

VOLUNTARY ANNEXATION 

A. PUBLIC HEARING AT TOWN COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING ON OCTOBER 6, 2009  – ADOPTION OF ORDINANCE APPROVING THE ANNEXATION AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE TOWN OF MIDWAY AND THE CITY OF WINSTON-SALEM

B. SURVEY – METES AND BOUNDS DESCRIPTION

This item was to serve as a reminder of the public hearing that will be held at the October 6, 2009 Town Council meeting on the adoption of an ordinance approving the Annexation Agreement between the Town of Midway and the City of Winston-Salem. 

Town Administrator Ryan Ross informed Council that Brad Coe has completed the survey and prepared a metes and bounds description of the new boundary lines.  Mr. Coe submitted his bill for the survey in the amount of $1,000 which was previously approved by Council.

Town Administrator Ryan Ross gave a brief update on the progress of the sewer project. 

The Sewer Committee is continuing its work on finalizing a Capital Recovery Plan for the sewer line. 

Mr. Ross stated he had met with County Manager Robert Hiatt concerning the County’s request to change the proposed location for the pump station site, which would have increased the cost of the project significantly.  At that meeting, Mr. Hiatt informed Mr. Ross that it would not be necessary to change the site location.  Mr. Ross advised Council that John Grey with The Wooten Company has already begun work on the other minor revisions to the plan that the County had requested.  

Next week, staff will begin meeting individually with the owners of the remaining property over which easements are needed.

ORDINANCE ADOPTING A TEMPORARY, LIMITED MORATORIUM ON CERTAIN DEVELOPMENT APPROVALS – PUBLIC HEARING AT TOWN COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING ON OCTOBER 6, 2009

This item was to serve as a reminder of the public hearing that will be held at the October 6, 2009 Town Council meeting concerning an ordinance adopting a temporary, limited moratorium on certain development approvals.  

CHRISTMAS PARADE APPRECIATION    

Mayor Pro Tem Mike McAlpine provided a list of individuals to be recognized at the October 6, 2009 Town Council meeting for their efforts in organizing the Midway Christmas Parade.  Council was in agreement that the Town should provide funds to help defray the cost for port-o-johns along the parade route.  The amount of funds needed will be determined by the October 6, 2009 Town Council meeting and will be presented to Council for approval at that meeting.

OTHER ITEMS

PIEDMONT TRIAD COUNCIL OF GOVERNMENTS

Town Administrator Ryan Ross reported that the Town has received its membership acceptance letter from the Piedmont Triad Council of Governments (PTCOG).  Council must now appoint a representative from Midway to serve on the PTCOG Board of Directors.

This item will be placed on the agenda for October 6, 2009 Town Council meeting for action.

SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE
At its meeting on September 14, 2009, Council authorized Benchmark CMR, Inc. to proceed with drafting a subdivision ordinance in connection with the land use plan.  Town Administrator Ryan Ross advised Council that Benchmark is moving forward with the ordinance; however, Benchmark recommends that the subdivision ordinance be presented along with the other ordinances for the land use plan so that all the public hearings for the plan can be held at one time.

This item was for information only.

ETHICS TRAINING     
Town Administrator Ryan Ross advised Council that the 2009 General Assembly has passed ethics legislation that requires all municipal elected officials complete at least two hours of ethics training within 12 months of being elected, appointed or reelected.  Possibly, this training could be completed through the North Carolina League of Municipalities, PTCOG, or the Institute of Government.
