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MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING OF MIDWAY TOWN COUNCIL HELD ON SEPTEMBER 2, 2008, AT 7:00 P.M. AT THE FIRE AND RESCUE BUILDING, MIDWAY SCHOOL ROAD, MIDWAY, NORTH CAROLINA

CALL TO ORDER

Mayor George Byrum called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone present.  

Reverend Jackie Tookey, Senior Minister at Oak Grove United Methodist Church, gave the invocation and Mayor Byrum led in the Pledge of Allegiance prior to the opening gavel.   

The following Councilors were present: Todd M. Nifong, Wiley E. Nifong, Mayor Pro Tem Mike D. McAlpine, and Robin S. Moon. Absent: John Byrum.  Town Administrator Ryan Ross, Town Clerk Linda A. Hunt, Town Attorney James Lanik, and Consultant Alfred Dillon were present.   Each Councilor had been furnished an agenda prior to the meeting.

No members of the press were in attendance.

PUBLIC ADDRESS 
Ms. Ann Warren, 1418 South Union Grove Road, stated the following property owners are interested in being annexed into the Town of Midway: Walter and Ann Warren, 1418 South Union Grove Road; Bill Carr, Jr., 212 Mockwood Farms Road; and Mendy and Gray Fulk, 1701 Payne Road.  Ms. Warren said that the property owners wanted to see if the Council would be favorable to such a proposal before they proceed with approaching the other property owners about signing a petition for annexation.   Ms. Warren stated that the areas are contiguous to the Town of Midway as required by law.  Councilor Todd Nifong requested Town Administrator Ryan Ross and Town Consultant Al Dillon to check out the areas that are included in the request.  Mayor Pro Tem Mike McAlpine asked Ms. Warren to pick up a map at Town Hall and to highlight the areas in question on the map.  Ms. Warren gave the information for the voluntary annexation request to the Town Administrator. 

ADOPT AGENDA 

On motion by Mayor Pro Tem Mike McAlpine, seconded by Councilor Moon, Council voted unanimously to adopt the agenda as presented.

REGULAR BUSINESS

RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT OF STATEWIDE TRANSPORTATION BOND PACKAGE AND IN SUPPORT OF REMOVAL OF INTERSTATE HIGHWAYS FROM THE NORTH CAROLINA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (NCDOT) EQUITY FUNDING FORMULA AND IN SUPPORT OF FEDERAL FUNDING OF THE I-85 YADKIN RIVER BRIDGE REPLACEMENT AND IN OPPOSITION OF THE I-85 YADKIN RIVER BRIDGE REPLACEMENT BEING UNDERTAKEN AS A TOLL PROJECT

The Davidson County Board of Commissioners requested the Midway Town Council consider adoption of this resolution since Midway is located along NC Highway 52 which is one of the major corridors that feeds into Interstate 85.

On motion by Mayor Pro Tem Mike McAlpine, seconded by Councilor Wiley Nifong, Council voted unanimously to adopt the resolution in support of statewide transportation bond package and in support of removal of interstate highways from the North Carolina Department of Transportation (NCDOT) equity funding formula and in support of federal funding of the I-85 Yadkin River bridge replacement and in opposition of the I-85 Yadkin River bridge replacement being undertaken as a toll project.

This resolution is incorporated in these minutes as if fully set forth herein.

Financial Report

On motion by Mayor Pro Tem Mike McAlpine, seconded by Councilor Todd Nifong, Council voted unanimously to appoint Mayor Byrum to the TAC and Councilor Robin Moon as the alternate.

b. Technical Coordinating Committee (TCC)

On motion by Councilor Todd Nifong, seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Mike McAlpine, Council voted unanimously to appoint Town Administrator Ryan Ross to the Technical Coordinating Committee (TCC).

Other Matters

Councilor Todd Nifong asked about the progress on getting the remaining Town of Midway decorative sign put up along the railroad on Old Highway 52.  He also asked about the status of the street lights.

Mr. Ross reported that the last decorative sign has recently been installed.  Duke Energy has scheduled the street lights to be installed in two phases.  Phase I (along Old Highway 52) has been broken down into three sections: IA, IB, and IC.  Each section consists of thirty-three (33) lights.  Phase II is the Hickory Tree Road street lights.  Phase I, Section A, has been completed with thirty-three (33) lights installed.
